Stewart has recently finished directing ‘Blue Moon Rising’ an epic feature documentary about a season at Manchester City football club.  The film was released to critical acclaim in autumn 2010.

Stewart currently works on a combination of commercials, feature film and international brand films and is in development on psychological thriller ‘Richmond Hill’.
